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Local Political Happenings

Burnett County

Burnett County is the only county
in the area making an attempt to
re-write their zoning ordinances
and land use maps to make them
"consistent™ with the Comprehen-
sive Plan. The process is just in the
beginning stages. In fact, the first
set of land use maps were com-
pleted without the aid of a copy of
the Comprehensive Plan. That
makes consistency a problem. This
has been corrected.

Burnett County is also working
behind the scenes updating the
Shoreland Ordinance to new NR
115 standards. If needed they could
have had those in place prior to the
deadline of February 2012. (which
has now been extended until 2014)

Washburn County

After months of discussion regard-
ing Short Term Rental Houses, a
surprise decision was rendered by
the Washburn County Zoning
Committee. The decision of ignor-
ing the problem or writing a new
ordinance was solved by deciding
they fell under the definition of
"resort" and thus will now be re-
quired to have a Conditional Use
Permit (CUP). These new regula-
tions will take effect May 2012.

Resort means a publicly or pri-
vately owned parcel of land that has
avalid permit issued under Wis.
Stats. 254.47 and Wis. Admin. Code
ch HFS 178, if applicable, open to
the general public, with or without a
daily fee, that is used primarily for
the purpose of providing resort
units and dwelling units. A resort
may also provide camping sites.

Resort unit means a permanently
placed structure (e.g. building or
cabin) in a resort or campground
used for human habitation. A resort
unit contains one or more dwelling
units.

Resorts are not allowed in Residen-
tial zones so any short term rental
house in that district would need a
rezone and a CUP. The Zoning
Committee is developing criteria
which will be used to deter-

mine eligibility for a CUP. These
criteria would include restrictions
on parking, camping and the re-
quirement of a state license.

Sawyer County

After the Public Hearing in July
minor changes were made to the
Shoreland Ordinance. It is now
scheduled for review by the Zoning
Committee in September. Public
Information meetings will be sched-

Secretary Chandler was asked about the possibility of these suggestions being considered in the future and he af-
firmed by saying with the positive changes in the last state budget these could be under consideration for the next
one.

WBA President Esposito urges support for federal lending bill

WBA President Don Esposito recently sent a letter the Wisconsin congressional delegation asking them to sign on to
the Home Construction Lending Regulatory Improvement Act of 2011. This is a major initiative being pushed by the
National Association of Home Builders (NAHB).

The Home Construction Lending Regulatory Improvement Act of 2011 will direct banking regulators to issue new
guidance specifically addressing three key regulatory areas that have unnecessarily hampered the flow of credit to our
nation’s home builders. The Act removes barriers to lending while preserving the regulators’ ability to assure the
safety and soundness of the financial institutions they oversee. A special thank you to Congressman Reid Ribble who
signed onto the Act shortly after meeting with WBA members during the NAHB Legislative Conference in March.

In the letter to the Wisconsin congressional delegation WBA President Esposito stated, “As a longtime member of the
home building industry as well as one of the 5,800 members of the Wisconsin Builders Association and its 2011
President, I am writing to bring to your attention one of the biggest challenges facing our industry today: the lack of
availability and accessibility to land acquisition, land development and home construction (AD&C) loans. To remedy
this situation, H.R. 1755, the Home Construction Lending Regulatory Improvement Act of 2011, has been introduced
by Representatives Gary Miller (R-CA) and Brad Miller (D-NC). | urge you to cosponsor this legislation.”

New Madison office location for S&B license and manufactured home services

The state Safety and Buildings Division unit that provides counter service in Madison for licenses, certifications, and
registrations is moving, changing office location as part of the formation of the new Department of Safety and Profes-
sional Services. This move also includes staff who provide counter service for manufactured (mobile) homes titles
and sales.

The new location as of July 25, 2011, is at 1400 East Washington Avenue (53703) in Madison (see close-up map), at

Krabbe appointed to Uniform Dwelling Code Council
The council that reviews changes to the Uniform Dwelling Code, the aptly named Uniform Dwelling Code Council
(UDC), met recently with a WBA member present as a recent addition.

Earlier this year longtime UDC Council member John VandeCastle retired from the council and opened up a position
for a material supplier. After positing the opening on their website Governor Scott Walker appointed Pete Krabbe of
Seymour Lumber to the open supplier position on the UDC Council.

Mr. Krabbe reached out to WBA last fall with a request to become more involved on the state level and expressed an
interest “in contributing to the organization in any capacity, especially on interaction with the branches of govern-
ment that directly affect our industry.” Krabbe also added “I want to help grow our industry by working to lessen
governmental influence in our day to day business.”

WBA is confident that Pete Krabbe’s worldview will be a welcome addition to the UDC Council!

Tommy Thompson looks all in for U.S. Senate

Former Wisconsin Governor Tommy Thompson announced that Wisconsin Attorney General J.B. Van Hollen and
former Secretary of the Department of Administration Jim Klauser would be serving as honorary chairs for his run
for the open U.S. Senate seat. Thompson has been rumored to be considering this run for some time and the an-
nouncement this week, in addition to a previous announcement naming key fundraising advisors, seems to indicate
this time a Thompson run is very likely.

In a press release announcing the “first wave of strategic advisors” Thompson said, “I'm honored to have the support
and commitment of Jim and J.B., we need to get America working again. We can do better, and it begins with get-
ting government out the way of creating the jobs that make our families and communities stronger.”

The GOP primary for the U.S. Senate seat currently held by Senator Herb Kohl will likely be a crowded field that fea-
tures a number of well known GOP names. Rumored to be considering a run are former Congressman Mark Neu-
mann, Assembly Speaker Jeff Fitzgerald, former State Senator Ted Kanavas and current state Senator Frank Lasee.

Feingold not running for anything in 2012

All along, former state and U.S. Senator Russ Feingold (D-Middleton) had said he was considering a return to elected
office in 2012 and that he would announce his intentions around Labor Day of this year. In somewhat of a surprise
announcement recently Feingold released a statement saying he would not be seeking any elected office in 2012.

Feingold was rumored to be considering a run again for the U.S. Senate or mounting a challenge to Governor Scott
Walker if enough signatures were collected to trigger a recall election sometime in 2012. If you walked around the
capitol square during the winter and spring of this year you could see several protesters with t-shirts featuring the

face of Feingold with the saying “this is what a governor looks like” and “Feingold for Governor 2012.”

On his “Progressives United” website Feingold said, “I am grateful for the friendship and support of so many fellow

DNR announces Enterprise Agency
The Department of Natural Resources (DNR) announced an agreement with the Department of Administration
(DOA) to become Wisconsin’s first “enterprise agency.”

Under the Enterprise Agency agreement, DNR has committed to:

e Improve processes to reduce permit times by 5% for major air and water permits while upholding environmental
standards;

e Improve communication and interaction with the regulated community to assure environmental permitting re-
quirements are widely understandable and are issued in a timely way through creation of a new Office of Busi-
ness Support and Sustainability;

e Develop Internet-based tools to streamline and more effectively transmit and track permit applications;
e Increase over-the-counter service at DNR facilities by 40%;

e Improve cost-effectiveness by prioritizing work and eliminating duplicative systems for fleet and facilities con-
struction and repair; and,

e Reduce costs by 2.5% for basic operations, and organize itself into a line authority organization to assure DNR is
making consistent decisions across the state.

In a statement of support WBA President Don Esposito commented that “the dedication and commitment to con-
tinuous improvement shown by the entire DNR staff from the field level on up to senior management is admirable.
Builders and developers across the state interact with the DNR frequently, sometimes with regulatory processes that
overlap and duplicate one another. The restructuring appears to us to be a long-overdue effort to make Wisconsin's
largest regulatory agency function more efficiently. That will benefit the environment, the economy, and the citizens
of Wisconsin.”

Right to Cure Law: Use it or Lose It

In 2005 the Wisconsin adopted the “Right to Cure Law” giving contractors a powerful tool to combat and resolve
construction defect claims before a lawsuit is filed. Many contractors still fail to take advantage of the benefits of this
law by following its straightforward requirements.

At the time a construction or remodeling contract is entered into, the contractor simply needs to provide the home-
owner with the Wisconsin Department of Commerce’s brochure (Wisconsin's Framework for Successful Communi-
cations Between Consumers and Contractors) and provide the statutory notice (see copy of notice printed in bro-
chure—click on graphic on next page).

If the contractor follows those prerequisites, before a homeowner can file any lawsuit alleging construction defects
the homeowner must give the contractor at least a 90 working days written notice of the specific defects and then
follow a strict claim and response process. Once the contractor receives a written notice of defects it has 15 working
days (25 for window or door suppliers) to:
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Right to Cure Law: Use it or Lose It (Continued)
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(1) make an offer to settle by correcting the defect,

(2) make a monetary payment,
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(3) a combination of (1) and (2),

(4) reject the claim, or

(5) submit a proposal for inspection.

If the contractor chooses to inspect, the homeowner must provide reasonable
access within 15 working days to perform any testing required to evaluate the
claim. After inspection the contractor has an opportunity to make an offer to
settle with the homeowner. If at any point a homeowner rejects an offer, the
contractor may submit revised offers. Only after the contractor exhausts its op-
portunity to offer to cure or otherwise settle the claim, is the homeowner per-
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While the homeowner still has the opportunity to reject offers of cure, the Right

to Cure Law benefits a contractor in a number of ways.

A homeowner’s failure to follow the timetable may result in delay or an outright pe———— to claims.
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dismissal of their lawsuit. This is particularly important where a homeowner
has repaired the work, thereby destroying all evidence of the defects.

SBO-1084s N3 205,

The 90 working day notice period provides a long cooling off period for angry or
emotionally invested homeowners. It keeps the homeowner from hastily drag-
ging a contractor into a costly and public lawsuit. Also, it allows the contractor
an opportunity to address the homeowner’s concerns or clear up any misunder-

standings.
Contractors can inspect and perform testing. This gives the contractor time to determine whether it is in fact re-

sponsible for the alleged defect. It is also an excellent opportunity for the contractor to document the work and
gather evidence necessary to support its defense. Contractors may otherwise have difficulty getting access to the

alleged defects or performing testing before a homeowner has the defect repaired.

Contractors can mitigate damages by offering to self-perform corrective work. Homeowners who discover an al-
leged defect and who might otherwise hire someone to make repairs and then backcharge the contractor are pre-
vented from doing so. If the homeowner refuses to accept a contractor’s offer to self-perform the repair work, the
contractor may have a good defense that the homeowner failed to mitigate damages and the contractor should not

be liable for additional costs of repair.
Contractors would benefit from reviewing their contracting procedures to ensure that they are providing the requi-
site notice and the brochure to prospective clients and are preserving their rights under Wisconsin’s Right to Cure

Law.

That Shoe Box is Good for Something

During a continuing education class | attended a couple of years ago, the presenter told a story of
how a young man he knew confessed to his father’s accountant at his father’s funeral that his father
used to pay him and his brother a dime for each receipt they found in the lumber yard parking lot
while he was inside shopping for supplies for his apartment rental business. He thought it was a fun
activity at the time, but didn’t realize until years later when he went into the family business that his
father was using those receipts to claim additional expenses for his business.

While I don’t recommend that tactic, your receipts are indeed important. The IRS requires proof of
what you spent, whether you store your legitimate business receipts in neatly organized files or in an
old shoe box. If you are audited and don’t have adequate documentation for the expenses you claim, of Accounting
you could incur severe penalties. All receipts and other documentation should be kept as long as that ggg_»g5-9066 x
tax year can be legally audited, which is generally four years in Wisconsin. For dining, entertain- 12

ment, or any other business expense that could have a personal component, there should be docu-

mentation on or attached to the receipt stating the business purpose of the expense.

Receipts are also necessary for personal charitable deductions to qualified organizations. For monetary donations
under $250, a canceled check can be your receipt. Anything above that amount requires a receipt from the charity. If
you pay by cash, regardless of the amount, you need a receipt from the charity in order to be deductible. Qualified
non-cash donations also require a receipt listing the charity’s name, date received, and description of items received.
Without these receipts, you cannot claim the charitable deduction.
